Meeting Minutes

Present (conference call): Kelley Hobbs, Judy Fornier, Donna Arias, Bob Thompson, Jodi Clark

Bob motioned to accept the January minutes. Jodi seconded the motion. All in favor of approving the minutes as is.

Treasurers report was tabled until the March BOD meeting.

Cyndi’s contract was discussed. She had a few questions regarding her cell phone bill and in person attendance at BOD meetings.  All agreed she should be reimbursed at $50 a month for her cell phone usage. Under her previous contract it is her responsibility to invoice the Treasurer on a monthly basis. It is unclear as to why she has not been paid since June but Kelley will speak with the Treasurer about this and request invoices from Cyndi if needed.   Also discussed was Cyndi’s attendance at meetings. Cyndi will attend, in person, the BOD meetings on an every other month basis.   Kelley will talk to Cyndi about this discussion and request her signature on the contract.
An ad-hoc committee worked on the development of a Conflict of Interest (COI) form to be signed by current and future board members.  This is a general policy and form for board members. However, a similar form was discussed for Peer Review. Kelley will ask Cyndi to draft a document and send it out to Peer Review for feedback.  The motion to accept the COI policy for the BOD was from Donna with a second by Bob. All BOD members approved the acceptance of the COI policy.

Donna gave a peer review report.  She emphasized the need for more members as the committee only consists of Donna and Tim.  It was asked that all BOD’s review the updated CPS document sent by Cyndi to see if anyone would be a good fit.  All agreed to do so and try to ask at least one person.  Bob reviewed the list while on the call and has agreed to ask Cristie Curtis and Jessica Blais.  Donna too reviewed the list and will ask Chris Connor. Both Donna and Bob will email the BOD with their responses.  There was some discussion by Judy about whether or not she should remain on the BOD or join Peer Review.  It was agreed that she has been a wonderful Secretary and brings a unique perspective to the BOD. However, should Peer Review need additional assistance, she is available to help review.
The Spring IC&RC meeting is in Denver. Typically the NH BOD sends one person to one of the two ICRC meetings annually due to budget constraints.  Kelley will talk to Diane about our budget and if funds are available, Kelley will attend.  Judy motioned to accept this and Jodi seconded. All were in favor of Kelley attending the meeting should the budget allow.

The Distance Learning opportunity was discussed again.  Kelley will be setting up another meeting of all interested stakeholders as the first meeting scheduled was cancelled due to weather.  It was clear that the BOD is still interested in having this conversation and being part of this opportunity.  Jodi further emphasized the role we may have as Maine is interested in more prevention trainings and opportunities that NH could provide. Kelley will reschedule the meeting and summarize the three options presented by Connecticut.

Meeting adjourned- motioned by Bob and seconded by Judy. All in favor.
