Review of Minutes:  
Motion to accept April 21st minutes made by Tim seconded by Diane; passed
Treasurer’s Report
 Diane presented treasurers report.  Current balance is $1729.14. Diane will check mail to see if we are missing any payments.  There is still a $983.99 outstanding amount in March column of budget.  Discussion followed after Katy Kopp came in to hand Bob contract, mentioned that we need to spend down $3000.  Talked about study guides, prevention framework text books? Can money be “saved” for after Sept, does Cyndi need any supplies?  Or will new Admin need any supplies, pre-pay website fee’s perhaps or laptop security update? Some discussion about no line item needed changing at this time. However, Katy reminded us to email Judy with any line items before end of June…….Diane also stated she has not purchased new study guides  (10) and will do. Perhaps we should prioritize a “wish list” as to what end funding should be spent on?
Motion to approve Financial Report for April made by Tim and seconded by Kelly, passed.
Administrator’s Report
Everyone looked over report and the consensus was, “kudos to Cyndi”.
Peer Review Committee- Tim and Kelley
CEU requests have been approved, with a couple of loose ends, getting taken care of…Cyndi to contact one applicant pending.  Reviewed 7-10 workshops and approved for CEU’s, couple of approvals pending, one CPS missing certificate, Bob to check out. Tim made some revisions and updates to educational waiver to study guide, email went out to committee for email vote and approval, and copy will be available at annual meeting in June. Current copy of the study guide on website very helpful, updates should be made bi-annually to maintain continuity. Cyndi has sent out certificates. Discussion followed concerning recertification for those grandfathered into certification. Seems there was some discrepancy between recertification dates on our website vs. IC&RC site, someone did notice difference; group will be notified.   Diane feels people have plenty of opportunity to plan ahead for recertification requirements and should be aware of real recertification date. Tim brought up a concern about what if the grandfathered don’t recertify in June? Do they then have to retest, etc.? Diane to check out but it seemed safe to assume that they are usually given an extra 90 days.
Board Recruitment
Members were asked to recruit one member each. Tim mentioned he has a suggestion for the Admin position.  Bob thought of a couple of potential board members but they are physically far away. Judy F. asked Sam LaFortune, Ex. Dir. of Ctr. for Positive Change in Peterborough.  She was slightly interested…will follow up. Cyndi please approach anyone who may fit the administrator position, not necessary to post but board to review all potential candidates
 
Old Business 
Annual meeting is Wednesday, June 16, 8:30 am at United Way in Concord. Invitations could be sent out to all former board/peer review members as well to recognize them. A letter should be sent recognizing them and inviting to meeting, those attending (pls. rsvp) will have framed certificates presented at the meeting. (Tim suggested) Diane has original database of names of people and will email them to Cyndi. Board also would like a list of names of those who have become certified as CPS available for the annual meeting. Kelly/Bob suggested that someone should bring up that our fee for certification should increase, at the next annual meeting.  Conversation concerning raising funds. Bob stated he was hoping that the survey (IC&RC) would be available to help determine protocol/fee’s for CEU’s/certification in other states. Bob will pursue and inquire concerning same considering the CPS board funding will be decreasing over the next couple of years and we all agreed that we should start considering other revenue funding and present information to the State of NH, in order to sustain credential.  IC&RC survey comes out in September. 
New Business 
Twelve people are scheduled to take the CPS test in June.  We have received more applicants for Sept. and Dec.  Diane and Cyndi will proctor in June.  Diane has sent emails to confirm. Diane stated she always calls completed testers with their results. Diane stated that IC&RC stayed with the same testing company. The turnaround time for test results were quick this past time.
The meeting was adjourned at   9:55 a.m.  Diane motioned, Tim seconded adjournment: passed.
