Motion to accept April meeting minute by Bob, seconded by Diane, all approved.

**Treasurer’s Report-Diane for April was distributed. Tim made the motion to accept minutes and Jodi seconded, all approved. Discussion surrounding terms of positions; guidelines were examined in By-Laws revealing that length of terms not clarified. Tim and Kelley will discuss topic before annual meeting in June at which time a vote will be taken determining length of terms for Board of Directors. 
**Contractors Report-Cyndi provided her report for May. Cyndi to contact webmaster in order to determine changes that would ensure easier access to our website.
**Peer Review Committee-Tim discussion ensued concerning documentation of hours for applications and clarification reflected in manual. Documentation of on-line courses as well as what percentage of on-line hours from courses can be used toward CPS application. Tim to write procedure on documentation of hours for CADCA and clarify what is stated in manual.
**IC&RC Exam update-Diane Three people to test on Friday, June 10. Kelley and Bob to proctor the test; Jodi and/or Judy to fill in if necessary.
**Old Business: Letters went out to all CPS’ in order to generate interest in forming a committee about tackling the on-line courses and how to determine a procedure for use, etc. Only one response from someone expressing interest in this opportunity as well as joining the board. Bob will contact.  Bob has agreed to be the point person for CT Certification Board when discussing implementation of the on-line courses. Our 2-yr contract with CT doesn’t begin until we are ready to launch. Barry T. also offered to help with the implementation of the courses.
Kelley reposted that Lindsay hasn’t responded to confirming a meeting date with her concerning discussion concerning NHTI shaping their substance abuse course in such a way that would lead to prevention certification for their students.

Jodi reported that the survey lunch was very helpful in structuring the prevention specialist survey. Ctr. of Excellence did offer a few suggestions. The survey will be implemented either through Timberlane HS/Tim’s help or through Kelley’s instrument (Constant Contact); however, streamlined through NH Prevention Board.
