At the July meeting we need to discuss the results of the survey from IC&RC about charging for CEU’s for sustainability and our fees.  Kelley did mention that our field is shrinking so to keep that in mind as we plan for sustainability.  
Marty discussed “what is the impact of the health care bill on prevention services?  How do we expand the resource pool?”  Juvenile Diversion is developing certification that we may want to assist with.  Facing the reality of the funding given the demand from BDAS for CPS’, ask the state how they plan to sustain the organization.  Perhaps networking with the NH Providers Association is more important now.  
President’s Report
At the IC&RC level, there is work moving ahead on a Supervisory Credential.  There is also a General Preventionist credential not focused just on SA about two years away.  Over the next twelve months, we will be having a discussion with BDAS about the sustainability of this organization and the credential.  We have never been this strong before and we are facing challenges as well.
